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Author guidelines

Overview

The first section of the proposal should consist of a summary overview (1500-2000
words). This should outline the book’s central argument, drawing upon and situating it
in the context of the work of other academics, and indicating why such a publication is
topical or relevant now. The overview should also include the intellectual scope of the
book and some details on its empirical content and style. Please indicate your rationale
for writing the book and how you see it making a contribution not just to your own
particular area of work, but also to the field of geographical inquiry more generally. This
really is the place to make the book’s intellectual contribution

absolutely clear to the editors and the reviewers.

Contents

The second section of the proposal should consist of an outline of the book’s structure
and content, with a detailed paragraph describing each chapter, and how it speaks

to the main arguments of the manuscript (2000 words). These should not be discrete
abstracts, but should instead make it clear how the chapter contributes to the overall
intellectual aims of the book. This section will show the book’s development and
structure. This might, of course, be provisional, but should demonstrate to reviewers
that you know how the different chapters fit together to contribute to the book’s central
theoretical, methodological and empirical contributions.

Readership

The third section of the proposal should consist of a realistic assessment of who

is going to read the book and who is going to buy it (1000 words). Please try to be
specific and stress the major markets, and remember, this is a research series, so the
emphasis is on intellectual contributions as well as book sales. We are also keen for
you to indicate the extent to which the book will be of interest beyond the discipline of
geography.

Competing titles

The fourth section of the proposal should consist of a description of your book in
relation to competing titles (1000 words). This should include: the author, title, publisher,
and publication date of each competing title, alongside a comparison with your own
book, in terms of strengths and weaknesses. Indicate what the unique features or
focus of your book will be and why your book is better suited to the target readership
than these titles. Simply listing competing books is not enough. This section should be
organised thematically and should address the contribution of other books in

relation to the specific value added of your own book.

RGS-IBG Book Series Criteria

A summary of how your book proposal fits with this particular series (500 words), given
the Series objectives and philosophy in the opening paragraph.
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Edited Books

The RGS-IBG Book Series does not generally publish books comprising the
proceedings of conference sessions or meetings. However, some edited books may fit
with the brief of the Series. Proposals for edited books should be clearly-focused with
specially commissioned chapters from named authors and the book, overall, must be
as coherent and integrated as possible. In addition to the information detailed in 1-5
above, proposals for edited books must include:

In the Overview — an indication of how the editors have selected the contributors
and whether or not all the contributors have been approached and agreed (at least
in principle) to write their chapter. How will the editors ensure a consistent standard/
level for each chapter? Will individual book chapters be sent out to peer-review?

The discussion of Contents must list the names, affiliations and chapter titles

for each contributor. Editors should indicate how the individual chapters will be
integrated — for example will there be a common structure/format that all contributors
will be expected to adhere to? The book should include introductory and concluding
chapters that pull together common themes or ideas from the individual chapters.

As a guide, the book should consist of fewer, longer chapters that give contributors
space to make their contribution rather than many short chapters. For example, 7

x 10,000 word ‘substantive’ chapters + introduction and concluding chapters (2 x
5000 words) is usually preferable to 14 x 5000 word chapters (please also see total
word length guidelines given below).

The timetable for completing the book should include deadlines for individual
contributors to have sent chapters to the editors, for the editors and reviewers to
read and referee chapters and, if necessary for contributors to revise and resubmit
chapters.

Will individual contributors be expected to submit finished illustrations with their
text, and if so will there be a common format (recommended)? Or will the editors
themselves adjust illustrations to meet a common set of criteria?

What will the editors contribute to the book that will strengthen its coherence and
overall impact?

Other relevant information

Your timetable: what stage are you at now, and when do you hope to complete the
manuscript?

How long is the final manuscript likely to be? The maximum length of book that we
will consider publishing is 120,000 words including contents lists, references and
other peripheral text. However, this length of book is exceptional, and you should
aim for <100,000 words.

What number and kind of illustrations will you require? Will there be any unusual
typographical requirements?
