Configuring Environment Variables
When attempting to compile a .NET component from a standard command line
, if you get the following error message:

System Cannot find file vbc.exe

or

System Cannot find file csc.exe
then you need to add an extra piece of information to your environment variables so that your command line window knows where to find the appropriate compilers.

On the desktop in Windows XP (or on the Start menu, depending on your setup), right-click on My Computer and select Properties.

Select the Advanced tab:
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Now click the Environment Variables button:
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Highlight the Path entry in the bottom pane and select Edit.

In the textbox, add the following statements to the end of the string:
;%SystemRoot%\Microsoft.NET\Framework\v1.1.4322
Click OK to close all of the dialogs you have open. Make sure that you close any open command windows before re-launching them (with the new settings applied). You should now find that the command prompt can find the compiler. Whether the code compiles or not is another matter :) 

� The Visual Studio .NET command prompt already has the appropriate configuration settings applied, enabling you to use a command line compiler without any changes to your environment
