Thanks for downloading the source code files for Professional ASP.NET 2.0 Design: CSS, Themes, and Master Pages!

The files have been provided in an easy-to-use directory structure. To properly see the structure, be sure to use Extract to … as opposed to opening or sending them. You can do this by right-clicking on the Zip file and selecting WinZip, Extract To, and placing the directory structure wherever you would like on your computer. Make sure that the Use Folder Names is checked.

All of the various source code files from the chapters and appendixes of this book have been included so that you can more easily follow the examples in the book.  This even includes the major stock images used to create the various graphics of the book.

If you look through the directory structure, you will see that there are folders for each chapter and appendix of the book with the exceptions of chapters 1 and 2.  These chapters had no code in them so there was nothing to include.

You will also see that there is a surfer5 folder.  This is the final project that you will create piece by piece by going through the chapters of this book.

You will also notice a file in the root of this zip archive directory called cssadapters_eula.rtf.  This is the End-User License Agreement from Microsoft that allows me to distribute the CSS Friendly Control Adapters to you as part of this download.
