The Top Attractions from A to Z

In this section, I cover the details of Seattle’s must-see attractions.

Benaroya Hall

Downtown

The $118-million home of the Seattle Symphony, built in Beaux Arts-style
in the heart of downtown, was funded in large part by private donors that
included several Microsoft millionaires. The hall opened in 1998 and has
been the center of the city’s cultural scene ever since. The acoustics have
been compared to Carnegie Hall’s for sheer, crystal-clear brilliance, and
in 2000, a state-of-the-art concert organ was added to the hall, broaden-
ing the symphony’s range even more. Book your tickets early; this is a

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perennial sellout. If you’'d like to tour the hall, meet in the Grand Lobby
on the Third Avenue and University Street side, Monday through Friday
at noon or 1 p.m.

Boeing Plant
Everett

Here’s a neat doubleheader to impress your kids. At Boeing’s largest
assembly plant, they can see how airplanes are built and also stand
inside the single largest building under one roof in the world. (For extra
credit, tell your kids that all of Disneyland fits into the building.) Cool!
Despite heavy layoffs over the last few years, Boeing remains the single
largest employer in Washington. The guided tour, which utilizes raised
catwalks to traverse the massive space, is an impressive inside look at
great sections of airplanes coming together.

Boeing Tour Center on SR 526 in Everett, 30 miles north of Seattle. Take I-5 north
and then head west on 526; give yourself at least an hour from downtown Seattle.

Experience Music Project
Seattle Center

It started out as a small museum to house Paul Allen’s collection of Jimi
Hendrix memorabilia and mushroomed into a $100-million shrine to rock-
and-roll music. People either love or hate the curving, multihued build-
ing by architect Frank Gehry that sits like a basket of dumped laundry
under the Space Needle. The admission fee is steep, but once inside,
grown-ups appreciate the galleries with artifacts like Janis Joplin’s feather
boa and Elvis’s motorcycle jacket, while kids love playing instruments in
the Sound Lab, riding a motion-simulator into the heart of a James Brown
concert, or performing “Wild Thing” karaoke-style before a simulated
crowd. Skip the MEGs (CD-ROM devices that provide running commen-
tary on the exhibits) for smaller children; they’re bulky and ponderous.
The Turntable restaurant and Liquid Lounge bar are fine hangouts.
