Correct answer: (4) When Lincoln was elected and took his oath of office, he stated that his oath
required him to do everything possible to preserve the Union or keep the United States together at all
costs. This responsibility led to the North fighting the South in the Civil War, in order to prevent the
South from leaving completely and forming their own nation. (American Political History)

2. During the nineteenth century, New York was one of the most powerful states in the nation
because it

(1) became the financial and industrial center of the nation.
(2) led the nation in achieving political reforms.

(3) produced more presidents than any other state.

(4) offered more civil liberties than any other state.

Correct answer: (1) New York emerged as one of the most powerful states because of its immense
wealth, which was a result of its industrial expansion. Because Wall Street was located in Manhattan and
its location served New England, the Mid-Atlantic states, and the South, this led to the creation of many
industrial investments. Further, New York was the most popular destination for newly arriving immi-
grants looking for work. (Economic Theory/Principles)
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3. During the late nineteenth century, which practices were used by employers against workers?

(1) Boycotts and lockouts

(2) Picketing and walkouts

(3) Blacklists and yellow-dog contracts
(4) Mass rallies and sit-down strikes

Correct answer: (3) In an effort to stop unionizing workers, businesses would blacklist workers.
Blacklisting occurred when names of workers were distributed among business owners so that they would
know who not to hire because they tried to unionize that factory or business. Yellow-dog contracts were
agreements where, when a job was accepted, workers would not join a union. (Economic Theory/Principles)

4. The term “robber baron” was used to criticize the

(1) tactics of big-business leaders.

(2) corruption of government officials.
(3) dishonesty of carpetbaggers.

(4) unskilled labor of illegal immigrants.

Correct answer: (1) The term “robber baron” became a popular negative description of how the leaders
of big business—Carnegie, Rockefeller, and Vanderbilt—made their immense fortunes by taking advan-
tage of workers through low wages and long working hours. (American Studies—The American People)

5. The Gentlemen’s Agreement, literacy tests, and the quota system were all attempts by Congress to
restrict

(1) immigration.

(2) property ownership.

(3) voting rights.

(4) access to public education.

Correct answer: (1) During the late nineteenth century and early twentieth century, many Americans
feared the growing influence of immigration into the country. Americans believed that these people
would fail to assimilate, changing what America was. This gave rise to nativism, and Congress responded
with these tactics to limit immigration. (American Political History)

6. During the Progressive era, muckrakers published articles and novels primarily to

(1) advance their own careers.

(2) make Americans aware of problems in society.

(3) help the federal government become more efficient.

Correct answer: (2) Muckrakers like Jacob Riis and Upton Sinclair are considered investigative journal-
ists. They exposed the negatives in American society as a result of industrialization. This led the United
States to abandon pure laissez-faire policy. Their efforts to publicize the problems facing children and
workers led to the progressive era reforms protecting those groups and regulating the actions of industrial
capitalists. (Social/Cultural Developments)

7. During his reelection campaign in 1916, President Woodrow Wilson used the slogan, “He kept us
out of war.” In April 1917, Wilson asked Congress to declare war on Germany. What helped bring
about this change?

(1) Bolshevik forces increased their strength in Germany and Italy.
(2) Britain was invaded by nations of the Central Powers.

(3) Russia signed a treaty of alliance with the Central Powers.

(4) Germany resumed unrestricted submarine warfare.

Correct answer: (4) President Woodrow Wilson kept the United States out of war for two years.
However, the Germans were sinking many American merchant ships crossing the Atlantic Ocean. The
United States’ safe access to ocean travel (freedom of the seas) was being violated and Wilson asked
Congress to declare war on Germany in 1917. (American Foreign Policy)

8. In the 1930s, shantytowns, often called “Hoovervilles,” sprang up across the United States
because of President Herbert Hoover’s

(1) support for federal programs to provide jobs for the unemployed.
(2) refusal to provide direct federal aid to the homeless.

Correct answer: (2) When the Great Depression first hit the United States in 1929, Hoover believed the
best thing for Americans to do was to wait, and that things would get better. He believed that Americans
were rugged individuals, and if the government gave any direct relief like handouts or money, Americans
would lose their individual initiative to find work and make it on their own. (American Studies—The
American People)

9. Which pair of events illustrates an accurate cause-and-effect relationship?

(1) Sacco and Vanzetti trial—ratification of the women’s suffrage amendment
(2) Rebirth of the Ku Klux Klan—formation of the Populist Party

(3) Red Scare—demand for limits on immigration

(4) High food prices—start of the Great Depression

Correct answer: (3) When Russia had its Communist Revolution in 1917, the United States feared that
immigrants from Eastern Europe would bring communist ideas with them and infect the United States.
This fear of communism became known as the Red Scare. In an effort to limit our contact with commu-
nism, Congress limited immigration from Eastern Europe in the Immigration Acts of 1921 and 1924.
(Economic Theory/Policy)
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10. The Neutrality Acts passed by Congress in the mid-1930s were efforts to

(1) avoid mistakes that led the country into World War 1.

(2) create jobs for the unemployed in the military defense industry.

(3) support the League of Nations’ efforts to stop wars in Africa and Asia.
(4) help the democratic nations of Europe against Hitler and Mussolini.

Correct answer: (1) After World War I, the United States returned to a policy of isolationism. When
Germany began to gear up for war, the United States Congress passed a series of Neutrality Acts to keep
the U.S. out of war. These acts forbade the U.S. from loaning any money to nations at war, and any trade
with these nations had to be on a cash-and-carry basis. (American Foreign Policy)

11. Why was the United States called the “arsenal of democracy” in 1940?

(1) The leaders of the democratic nations of Europe were educated in the United States.
(2) Most of the battles to defend worldwide democracy took place on American soil.
(3) The United States supervised elections in European nations before the war.

(4) The United States provided much of the weaponry needed to fight the Axis powers.

Correct answer: (4) As World War II progressed in Europe, the United States decided that despite its
neutral position, it should provide military supplies to any nation fighting the Axis powers—Germany,
Italy, and Japan. President Roosevelt felt it was America’s duty to help the democracies of England and
France to win the war, making the world safe for democracy. (American Foreign Policy)

12. Shortly after entering World War II, the United States began the Manhattan Project to

(1) work on the development of an atomic bomb.

(2) increase economic production to meet wartime standards.
(3) defend New York City against a nuclear attack.

Correct answer: (1) The Manhattan Project was a top-secret government-funded project to build an
atomic bomb. The project took place in Los Alamos, New Mexico, and was headed by scientists like
Albert Einstein and J. Robert Oppenheimer. (American Political History)

13. The experiences of African Americans serving in the military forces during World War II
influenced their postwar decision to

(1) renew support for the principle of “separate but equal.”
(2) join the armed forces in record numbers.

(3) increase efforts to end racial discrimination.

(4) move back to the rural South.
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Correct answer: (3) After WWII, African Americans returned home expecting racial discrimination to
disappear due to their patriotism during the war. Upon returning, African Americans were met with the
same racism and discrimination that existed before the war, especially in the South. This was the first step
in the civil rights movement of the 1950s and 1960s, the fight for racial equality. (Social/Cultural
Developments)

14. The main foreign policy objective of the Marshall Plan (1948-1952) was to

(1) stop communist aggression in Korea.

(2) fight poverty in Latin America.

(3) rebuild the economies of European nations.
(4) provide jobs for unemployed Americans.

Correct answer: (3) After World War 1II, the cold war began with the Soviet Union, and America’s for-
eign policy was containment—to keep communism where it was and prevent it from spreading. The
Marshall Plan was an effort by the United States to give aid to the nations of Western Europe that were
damaged during the war. This assistance was to be used to build their economies and to make a commu-
nist form of government unattractive to the people. (American Foreign Policy)

Base your answer to question 15 on the passage below and on your knowledge of social studies.

... I was disappointed not to see what is inside Central High School. I don’t understand why the gover-
nor [of Arkansas] sent grown-up soldiers to keep us out. I don’t know if I should go back. But Grandma is
right, if I don’t go back, they will think they have won. They will think they can use soldiers to frighten us,
and we’ll always have to obey them. They’ll always be in charge if I don’t go back to Central and make the
integration happen . . .

In this case, the governor of
Arkansas sent soldiers to keep African Americans out of Arkansas schools. President Eisenhower sent in
the National Guard to ensure that states followed the Supreme Court’s decision. (Social/Cultural
Developments)
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16. Which pair of circumstances represents an accurate cause-and-effect relationship?

(1) More jobs in factories—migration of African Americans from the South to Northern cities
(2) Establishment of Jim Crow laws—beginning of Reconstruction

(3) Dred Scott decision—passage of the Fugitive Slave Law

(4) Closing of the frontier—completion of the transcontinental railroad

Correct answer: (1) After World War I, more factory jobs in the North encouraged African Americans
to move to cities such as Chicago and Detroit in what was called the Great Migration. (Geography)

17. In a United States history textbook, the terms bread and butter unionism, Gospel of Wealth, and
mechanization would most likely be found in a chapter entitled

(1) Reconstruction (1865-1877).

(2) Industrialization (1870-1900).

(3) Imperialism (1898-1905).

(4) The Roaring Twenties (1920-1929).

Correct answer: (2) All of those terms would most likely be mentioned in the chapter on industrializa-
tion. Bread and butter unionism is about how labor organized itself to get rights like a five-day workweek
with decent pay. The Gospel of Wealth was written by Andrew Carnegie, the king of the steel industry. The
book discusses philanthropy and the duties of the wealthy. Mechanization discusses the turning point when
man shifted the way goods were made, by machines, and not by hand. (Economic Policy/Principles)

(1) Protests Against Slavery in the American Colonies

Correct answer: (3) Each of the subtopics in the outline refers to how the colonists responded to British
mercantilism and trade policies. After the French and Indian War, the British attempted to enforce mer-
cantile laws that they never enforced previously, thus angering the colonists and putting them into action.
(American Political History)

Which conclusion about the Constitutional Convention is best supported by these headlines?

(1) The framers of the Constitution were able to compromise on important issues.
(2) States that were small in area would lose power in the Constitution.

(3) States with large populations controlled the outcome of the convention.

(4) The president and Congress would have equal power under the new Constitution.

Correct answer: (1) All of the headlines refer to important compromises that happened at the
Constitutional Convention. The delegates needed to compromise on such issues of representation in
Congress as how the population of slaves would be counted in terms of representation in Congress, the
Electoral College, and how to elect the president. (Constitutional Principles)

20. One similarity in the foreign policies of Presidents George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, and
James Monroe was that they

(1) favored France over England.

(2) promoted colonial expansion.

(3) came to the defense of Latin American nations.

(4) sought to avoid involvement in European political struggles.

Correct answer: (4) In America’s first 100 years, just about all presidents followed the advice
Washington gave during his Farewell Address speech (1796). Washington urged America to stay out of
the affairs of foreign countries, especially Europe, because they had a long tradition of going to war. As a
young nation, Washington urged the U.S. to continue trading but to stay out of European politics because
it would only drag Americans into conflicts like war. (American Foreign Policy)

21. The Declaration of Sentiments from the Seneca Falls Convention of 1848 proclaimed that

(1) the abolition of slavery was necessary.

(2) all men and women are created equal.

Correct answer: (2) The women’s rights movement officially began in 1848, when Elizabeth Cady
Stanton and Lucretia Mott organized the Seneca Falls Convention. At the convention, the belief in equal-
ity between men and women was expressed in the Declaration of Sentiments. Later, in the 1850s, women
began focusing on the right to vote (suffrage), led by Susan B. Anthony. However, this goal would not be
a reality until 1920. (Social/Cultural Developments)

Speaker A: “When demand ran high, and markets were scarce, he showed little mercy, broke his contracts
for delivery, and raised prices.”

Speaker B: “The man of wealth must hold his fortune ‘in trust’ for the community and use it for philan-
thropic and charitable purposes.”

Speaker C: “It is cruel to slander the rich because they have been successful. They have gone into great
enterprises that have enriched the nation and the nation has enriched them.”

Speaker D: “The fruits of the toil of millions are boldly stolen to build up colossal fortunes for the few,
unprecedented in the history of mankind.”

22. Which two speakers would most likely label late nineteenth-century industrialists as robber
barons?

Correct answer: (2) During the Industrial Age or Gilded Age, some Americans referred to business
leaders as “robber barons.” This term implies that these men, including Carnegie, Rockefeller, and
Vanderbilt, exploited workers and others in business to amass large fortunes for themselves, and took
whatever means necessary to always make a profit, even if that meant cutting workers’ wages and raising
prices. (Economic Theory/Policy)

23. The most valid conclusion that can be drawn from the different viewpoints of these speakers is
that industrialists of the late nineteenth century

(1) benefited and harmed society.

(2) treated their workers fairly.

(3) used illegal means to gain wealth.

(4) generally opposed the free-enterprise economic system.

Correct answer: (1) The speakers give a variety of statements, and the question is asking us to general-
ize all of the speakers’ statements. Speakers A and D offer negative statements, while B and C offer com-
plimentary ones. (Economic Theory/Policy)
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24. Between the 1890s and the start of World War I, the United States expanded its access to overseas
markets and raw materials through the policy of

(1) containment.
(2) imperialism.
(3) isolationism.
(4) neutrality.

Correct answer: (2) Imperialism became a popular idea at the end of the nineteenth century. The U.S.
saw itself as an economic power and wanted to sell more goods beyond its borders. Businesses wanted to
expand their markets globally, and imperialism offered the means to that end. The U.S. was very inter-
ested in the Asian markets, like China, to buy and sell goods (Open Door policy of 1899). In addition to
selling goods, the U.S. could obtain raw materials at very low cost and expand even more. (American
Foreign Policy)

25. The success of the Populist Party of the 1890s can best be measured by which development?

(1) The party replaced one of the two major parties.

(2) The party gained support among business leaders.

(3) Two of the party’s candidates were elected to the presidency.
(4) Several of the party’s proposed reforms were made into laws.

Correct answer: (4) The Populist Party was a movement made up of farmers and urban working-class
people. During the late nineteenth century, the Populists began a party to put forth ideas they felt were
being neglected by the Democrats and Republicans. As a result of their popularity, several of their pro-
posals were adopted by the two major parties. Examples are regulation of the railroads and a graduated
income tax for Americans. (Social/Cultural Developments)

26. The Open Door policy of 1899 was originally adopted so that the United States could

Correct answer: (3) After the Spanish American War (1898), the U.S. emerged as a world power and
acquired an empire in the Caribbean and the Pacific regions. In addition, the U.S. was looking to expand
into overseas markets. The Open Door policy was an attempt by the U.S. to gain access to the Chinese
market, which was dominated by the powers of Europe. (American Foreign Policy)

27. What Native American Indian viewpoint does the cartoonist support?

(1) Illegal immigrants should not be allowed to settle on Native American Indian reservations.
(2) European settlers took Native American Indian land.

(3) Government efforts to restrict immigration should be supported.

(4) Native American Indians support government efforts to stop illegal immigrants.

Correct answer: (2) The cartoon is poking fun at America’s current attitude toward illegal immigration.
To the right of the white man is a Native American Indian telling the white man that he will help him
pack. The white man pointing his finger at current illegal immigrants is truly illegal himself, because the
first settlers of America were Native American Indians. (Social/Cultural Developments)

28. During World War I, many American women helped to gain support for the suffrage movement by

(1) protesting against the war.

(2) joining the military service.

(3) lobbying for child-care facilities.
(4) working in wartime industries.

Correct answer: (4) During WWI, many men were drafted into the army and their jobs were taken by
the women at home. They did countless jobs to help America win the war, and as a result of their hard
work and patriotism, Congress passed the Nineteenth Amendment (1920), which gave women the right to
vote (suffrage) in all elections. (Social/Cultural Developments)
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29. During the 1920s, controversies concerning the Scopes trial, national Prohibition, and the
behavior of “flappers” were all signs of disagreement over

(1) the return to normalcy.

(2) traditional values and changing lifestyles.
(3) causes of the Great Depression.

(4) the benefits of new technology.

Correct answer: (2) During the 1920s, the nation underwent a major shift in social values, erupting in
generational and cultural conflict. Some women, known as flappers, challenged the traditional role of
women by cutting their hair and shortening their skirts. The Scopes trial concerned the teaching of evolu-
tion in schools, challenging the traditional story in the Bible. Prohibition’s failure showed that people
were unwilling to abide by laws they felt were unjust. All of these examples show how the Roaring
Twenties challenged traditional ideas of morality, science, and religion. (Social/Cultural Developments)

30. A major goal of the immigration acts of the 1920s was to

(1) allow unlimited immigration from Southeast Asia.

Correct answer: (4) Following World War I and the Bolshevik Revolution, the United States experi-
enced the first Red Scare. The fear of communists, anarchists, socialists, and other dissidents combined
with longstanding nativist sentiments and rising unemployment to create a backlash to immigration. The
Immigration Act of 1924 established strict quotas regulating the total number of immigrants, particularly
limiting Southern and Eastern Europeans and excluding East and South Asians. (American Political
History)

31. In the 1930s, Congress attempted to avoid the situations that led to the United States’ involvement
in World War I by

32. What does this photograph indicate about the United States in the 1950s?

(1) Extraordinary steps were taken to hide atomic weapons.

(2) The nation had become the only nuclear superpower.

(3) Much fear was created by the cold war.

(4) Only government officials would be safe in a nuclear attack.
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Correct answer: (3) The picture clearly shows an American building a bomb shelter in his backyard.
He’s building the shelter because he is fearful. During the cold war, the U.S. and Soviet Union built
their militaries to extraordinary levels, and this made many think that war between the superpowers,
especially nuclear war, was likely; this caused people to build bomb shelters in and around their homes.
(Social/Cultural Developments)

33. The policy of détente was used by President Richard Nixon in an effort to

(1) decrease tensions between the Soviet Union and the United States.
(2) improve relations with Latin America.

Correct answer: (1) Détente means to ease tensions between nations. President Nixon promoted this
policy to prevent open conflict with the Soviets. He also used this policy with Mao Zedong in China.
(American Foreign Policy)

34. “. .. Our decision about energy will test the character of the American people and the ability of
the President and the Congress to govern. This difficult effort will be the ‘moral equivalent of
war’—except that we will be uniting our efforts to build and not destroy . . .”

—President Jimmy Carter, Address to the Nation, April 18, 1977

President Carter put these ideas into practice by

Correct answer: (3) During the 1970s, the U.S. experienced a major energy crisis, especially in regards
to oil. Therefore, President Carter worked hard to promote the idea of alternative energy sources, like
nuclear energy, to decrease our reliance on oil from the Middle East and to decrease environmental
pollution from burning coal. (Economic Theory/Policy)

35. Presidents Franklin D. Roosevelt and Lyndon B. Johnson supported domestic policies that

(1) favored only one region of the nation.

(2) attempted to increase the wealth of the rich.

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Correct answer: (4) Both presidents provided federal assistance to those in need; they used similar
domestic policies, but at different times. During the Great Depression, FDR expanded the role of the fed-
eral government by giving direct relief to those who needed it most, through the Federal Emergency
Relief Agency (FERA) that gave out money directly. LBJ’s War on Poverty developed programs for

the elderly, children, and the poor. Both represent federal programs to aid the poor. (American Political
History)

This cartoon depicts how difficult it will be
for the president to pass along any of his ideas for legislation. (American Political History)

William Lloyd
Garrison is known as a leading white abolitionist, Harriet Tubman is best known for the underground rail-
road, and Harriet Beecher Stowe for writing Uncle Tom’s Cabin, which depicted the horrors of slavery.
(American Studies—The American People)

39. Rachel Carson and Ralph Nader are similar to the muckrakers of the Progressive era because they

Correct answer: (2) Carson and Nader were activists that exposed some of the many problems that pes-
ticides were causing, not only to food but to humans as well. Their research was widely published and
read among Americans. Like the muckrakers of the early twentieth century, they exposed many of the
problems in America to the masses in order to make the government institute changes. (American
Studies—The American People)

Winning the war gave the U.S. the
Mexican Cession of 1848, which is now New Mexico, Arizona, Colorado, Utah, Nevada, and California.
(American Political History)

41. During the Constitutional Convention of 1787, the plans for Congress proposed by delegates from
New Jersey and Virginia differed mainly over the issue of

Correct answer: (3) Delegates at the convention argued about how representation in the national legis-
lature would unfold.

Conversely, delegates from more populated
states supported the Virginia plan, which gave states with larger populations more representatives, and
therefore more power. Eventually, the Great Compromise settled this argument, setting up a bicameral
legislature. (Constitutional Principles)

Supporters of each side developed into the first
political parties. Anti-federalists supported more rights for the states and the addition of the Bill of Rights
to the United States Constitution. Federalists supported stronger central government and did not see the
need to formally write down the individual liberties found in the Bill of Rights. (American Studies—The
American People)

In the Scopes trial, a Tennessee biology teacher
named John Scopes taught Darwin’s theory of evolution to his students, and the community was very
upset because it contrasted the popular creation theory found in the Bible. This case went to the state
court and was widely publicized. Under federalism, states dictate school curriculum. (Social/Cultural

Alexander Hamilton’s argument for the establishment of the National Bank was the first usage of the
elastic clause and was greatly debated by Thomas Jefferson. Jefferson found that Hamilton loosely inter-
preted the Constitution in validating his quest to create the National Bank. With the establishment of the
National Bank and the creation of the elastic clause, anything not written in the Constitution that did not
conflict with the Constitution was allowable. When Jefferson became president, he was offered an oppor-
tunity to expand the size of the country. He loosely interpreted the Constitution and used the elastic
clause to allow the Executive branch to purchase the Louisiana Territory. (Constitutional Principles)

When
he became president, in order to protect the ever-growing population of the Americas, as Jackson viewed
the natives as dangerous or spies to the British, and because of the gold found in the Cherokee tribal
lands, Jackson had the Native American Indians forcibly removed from their lands by signing the Indian
Removal Act that allowed for negotiation of tribal lands in the east for unsettled lands in the west. In the
court case of Worchester v. Georgia the Supreme Court challenged Jackson’s authority, but Jackson
refused to adhere to the edicts of the Supreme Court and President Jackson merely laughed at Justice
Marshall’s inability to force Jackson’s actions. In total, close to 45,000 Indians were forced to walk to
areas west of the Mississippi by the American Army. This walk has become known as the Trail of Tears.
(American Political History)

It also allowed for Maine to enter the Union as a
free state and Missouri to enter the Union as a slave state. The Compromise of 1850 followed the
Mexican War and affected the land the United States gained as a result of the war. The Compromise
allowed for California to enter as a free state (New Mexico Territory—Arizona and Utah) and was
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entered without mentioning slavery. It also banned the slave trade in Washington D.C., and enacted the
fugitive slave law. The Kansas-Nebraska Act gave popular sovereignty to the states as a result. This Act
also brought bloodshed to these states. The violence occurred because of the ability of the population to
sway the vote for free or slave; large waves of abolitionists and plantation owners would take up resi-
dence in these undefined states to ensure the vote would go their way. As a result of the violence, slavery
become the chief concern of most citizens, and once slavery began to endanger ordinary citizens it
became a larger issue that eventually led to the Civil War. (American Political History)

Douglass was a fugitive slave who became an author and leading abolitionist. DuBois was a sociologist,
educator, and civil rights activist who was one of the founders of the NAACP (National Association for
the Advancement of Colored People). He advocated social and political equality. Booker T. Washington
was an educator who founded the Tuskeegee Institute, a vocational school for African Americans.
Washington believed that if African Americans developed economic skills that would contribute to the
Southern economy, political equality would follow. (American Studies—The American People)

The Gospel of Wealth
describes Andrew Carnegie’s philosophy. The Lost Generation describes a group of disillusioned writers,
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including Hemingway and Fitzgerald, who moved to Europe after World War I, and is also used to collec-
tively describe the post-war generation. The Gilded Age describes the period of extreme wealth, and the
large gap between the rich and poor in the 1880s and 1890s. (American Studies—The American People)

(American Foreign Policy)

Congress had grown increasingly concerned with the use of armed forces during the cold war (Korea and
Vietnam) and that the President was no longer getting Congressional approval, which was mandated in
the Constitution. This act made the commander-in-chief responsible for the war, and specified that a dec-
laration must be agreed to by Congress. The Vietnam War was very unpopular with many Americans, and
Congress wanted to ensure that no unjustified war could ever be waged again. (American Political
History)

After the Civil War, very few African Americans moved north; most stayed near the only homes
they knew. After returning from World War I and experiencing freedom for the first time, they began to
migrate to the North, where their skin color carried less of a stigma. Once there, African Americans were
allowed to more fully express themselves. (Social/Cultural Developments)

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Correct answer: (2) Rosie the Riveter was a popular female figure of World War II. As men enlisted or
were drafted, women were needed and encouraged to leave their homes and pick up the jobs that aided in
the war effort and help America. As more and more women took roles that men traditionally held, women
began to fully realize what it felt like to be equal and valued in society. (American Studies—The
American People)

Operation Desert
Storm occurred because of the invasion of Kuwait by Iraq. The U.S. feared that the oil supply and free-
dom were under attack and intervened to keep the land secure. Operation Iraqi Freedom was in its origi-
nal intent about the safety of the Middle East region and the oil supplies that drive the global economy.
(American Foreign Policy)

The men of the rebellion were very
adamant that this tax was similar to the charge of “no taxation without representation,” which helped lead
to the Revolutionary War. The rebellion was short-lived, as Washington quickly sent federal troops to stop
it. Because the rebellion was quickly disbanded, this event solidified the U.S. federal government’s
power. (American Political History)

Each president who
has followed has tried to keep America neutral in terms of European affairs; however, if Europe was to
infringe on American sovereignty, then for the good of the nation new plans of action would be imple-
mented. That is obvious with Jefferson, who was concerned with the closeness of an imperialist enemy and
purchased their land holdings in America in order to ensure its freedom. Monroe declared to Europe that no
imperialism should be undertaken across the Atlantic from this point forward. (American Foreign Policy)

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Correct answer: (2) After Radical Reconstruction ended, former Confederate soldiers and landholders
looked to take away the rights of former slaves. The South invented new ways of judging a person’s abil-
ity to vote, including poll taxes, prior landownership, money, and literacy. (American Political History)

136. The Supreme Court decision in Plessy v. Ferguson (1896) had a major impact on the lives of
African Americans because it ruled that

In 1882 the U.S. government shut down immigration for the
Chinese. It was the first time immigration had been shut down in America. (Social/Cultural

Correct answer: (2) All three worked to conserve the natural beauty of the United States. As president,
Roosevelt looked to close off areas to keep the natural landscape of America pure and unpolluted.
Secretary of Agriculture Pinchot worked to ensure that the American landscape remained as pure as pos-
sible. John Muir established the Sierra Club, which became one of the most influential preservation/con-
servation organizations in the world. (Social/Cultural Developments)
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139. President Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points were proposed during World War I primarily to

war. Ultimately Wilson’s visions were not shared by United States politicians who disregarded his plans
in fear that America was forming alliances with European nations. Wilson’s points would be proven cor-
rect with the eruption of World War II. (American Foreign Policy)

Wilson asked Congress to

The Federal Reserve was to be part government, part pri-
vate banking system, and composed of the Board of Governors, twelve regional Federal Reserve Banks,
and numerous private U.S. member banks. Its goal was to regulate the amount of money in circulation
and monitor interest rates in the country. (Economic Theory/Principles)

The newest
wave of immigrants during this period drew the most attention and nativist criticisms. The Red Scare was
a time period that saw various bands of anarchists who were new immigrants to America and were having
a large effect on creating unionized worker strikes. The National Origins Acts of the 1920s was a reaction
to the Red Scare; it was created to limit the number of immigrants to a maximum of 2 percent per immi-
grant group living in America and excluded all Asians. To further quell Americans’ fears of immigrants,
Sacco and Vanzetti, admitted anarchists, were tried by an anti-Italian, anti-immigrant judge who acted
improperly, which led to the execution of the two immigrants, to the chagrin of the xenophobic public.
(American Political History)

Americans feared that they were spies/ene-
mies of America. (Constitutional Principles)

In North Carolina African
American students sat at a “whites only” counter, breaking the racist laws that existed. They hoped to
bring attention to their plight through any means, including the altercations that ensued after these civil
disobedience displays. In using this type of protest, they hoped to bring awareness to others in order to
effect change. (Social/Cultural Developments)

Further, the decision of Brown did not
specify a timeframe for desegregation to begin or be completed by; it only stated it be done with all delib-
erate speed. This argument was eventually nullified; however, states chose to close down public schools
in the South to force African-American students to look elsewhere for education. As the years passed,
public schools reopened slowly, and admittance of African-American students also occurred slowly. This
map reflects the slow nature of desegregation and the sporadic nature in where it happened.
(Social/Cultural Developments)
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150. The school desegregation that is shown on the map was most affected by the

After the trial, a Senate jury decides whether the official (in these two cases, the president) is
guilty of the crime, as well as deciding on his punishment. The trials of presidents Clinton and Johnson
saw them both impeached, but neither was convicted. (American Political History)

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Correct answer: (1) The central bank was created to ensure that the government could carry out its
mandate. It would allow America’s wealthy to invest money and to, in turn, make money by collecting
interest. By having the rich invest in the bank they then would have stock in the success of the new
nation. The financial foundation of the bank essentially came from the rich upper class in America. By
creating a solvent bank the government could loan money and grant credit to spur greater investment and
economic development. The issue of allowing the rich to invest in the bank, and in essence the govern-
ment, would come up again as President Andrew Jackson would not renew the bank’s charter, based on
the fact that because the government had taken money from the rich, it could fall under their control.
(American Political History)

156. During the presidency of Andrew Jackson, the spoils system resulted in

tem would take hold. The spoils system rewarded those who supported the winning party. As a result,
those who were unqualified for jobs were given positions that would harm the American public and cre-
ate scandals for the president. In this way, Jackson’s presidency was different from those before him.
Washington chose the men who could do the best job, regardless of whether they were at odds with one
another. (Political Theory)

157. The Seneca Falls Convention of 1848 was mainly concerned with

Because of this sexist attitude, abolitionist women, including
Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Lucretia Mott, began their own movement—one that would support equality
for women. They drafted the Declaration of Sentiments and Resolutions for the rights of women at the
Seneca Falls Convention.

Fifteenth Amendment enfranchised African-American men. While the Constitution did end slavery and
give equal rights to African Americans, they would find very little success in the South after
Reconstruction had ended. (Constitutional Principles)

Correct answer: (4) Charles Darwin’s theory of natural selection is based upon survival of the fittest.
During the late 1800s the theory of Social Darwinism was survival of the fittest within society. The rich
were rich because they were well off to begin with and strived for more wealth. As the passage states, it
was necessary to sacrifice some of the early buds to make one the best. (American Studies—The
American People)

160. In the South, the passage of Jim Crow laws in the 1870s and 1880s led directly to the

(1) racial integration of public schools.
(2) decline of the Democratic Party.
(3) organization of the Ku Klux Klan.
(4) segregation of public facilities.

Correct answer: (4) After Radical Reconstruction ended, Southern Confederates who were punished by
the North for the war resented their imposed economical, social, and political losses. Once Radical
Reconstruction ended, the Southerners created a legal system based on racial inequality that forced
African Americans into a new form of slavery and segregation. (Social/Cultural Developments)
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161. The main reason the United States implemented the Open Door policy in China was to

(1) promote immigration.
(2) expand democratic reforms.
(3) encourage religious freedom.

(4) guarantee access to markets.

Correct answer: (4) The Chinese Exclusionary Act of 1882 was based on an economic downturn of the
United States. However, in 1899, the United States changed its political philosophy and began to spread
its influence to the Pacific Rim, creating the Open Door policy. The Open Door policy was a way for
America to open a trade market with China, begin to wield some influence over China, and gain a
foothold in the Pacific Rim region. (American Political History)

162. In 1906, the publication of The Jungle, written by Upton Sinclair, led Congress to

book, which spoke of rat poisons, feces, and other tainted materials, the government wanted to ensure
the safety of the American people, and enacted a system to inspect meat and other goods. (American
Studies—The American People)

163. What were two causes of the Dust Bowl during the early 1930s?

Correct answer: (2) Over-production after World War I was the main culprit of the Great Depression.
The Dust Bowl was a result of farmers overproducing agricultural goods to meet their financial needs.
After the war, consumption decreased but production increased, causing the price of goods to drop. As
farmers made less money, they could afford fewer goods, and eventually they lost their farms. Without
agricultural activity, the land became barren, and storms developing in the summer season blew the dirt
and dust off of the unused farmland. (Economic Theory/Principles)
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164. During President Franklin D. Roosevelt’s administration, the Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC) and the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) were created as ways to

(1) provide jobs to those who were unemployed.

Correct answer: (3) During the Great Depression, many Americans felt cheated by business, and some
refused to deposit money into banks for fear of losing their savings. As such, the business of America was
slow to non-existent, and in order to raise morale and increase faith in these institutions, FDR looked to
create a system that would make Americans feel safe and secure again. In order to regain the faith and
trust of Americans in the banking system, FDR created the FDIC, which insures the amount of a bank
account up to 100,000 dollars; and the SEC, which regulates the way businesses report earnings and
keeps the businesses as honest as possible for the public good. (American Political History)

During the 1980s, the government finally apologized for the internments
and paid reparations of more than $1.2 billion to these once-imprisoned Japanese and their families.

Furthermore, the entire National Guard of the state
of Arkansas was federalized and forced to help integrate the school. (Constitutional Principles)

do for your country.” During Kennedy’s presidency, the cold war was at its height, and developing coun-
tries were vulnerable to communism. Having Americans entrenched in countries as they developed could
help in the long run by strengthening their ties with America, thus hurting its communist enemies.
(American Political History)

169. A major goal of President Lyndon Johnson’s Great Society program was to

The goals of
Johnson’s platform were to promote social reform and eliminate poverty. To achieve these goals,
Medicare/Medicaid, education reforms, and other reforms were initiated. (American Political History)

The growth of girls’ participation reflects the passage of the Title IX Amendments of
1972, which prohibited discrimination on the basis of sex in any educational program that received fed-
eral funding. Title IX’s greatest impact has been on high school and collegiate athletics, where increased
funding of girls’ athletics programs led to increased participation. (Social/Cultural Developments)

Correct answer: (4) This timeline of events illustrates the escalation of tensions between the North and
South from the 1830s through to 1860. Those tensions ultimately erupted into the Civil War. Nullification
arose in the 1820s as a sections conflict when South Carolina attempted to nullify a law that was passed
by Congress. South Carolina blamed the federal government for the economic problems it was facing
because of high tariffs. The Kansas-Nebraska Act allowed for the settlement and admittance to the union
of new states without deciding if they were for or against slavery; instead it was up to popular sover-
eignty to decide the future of the state on this issue. The Dred Scott case was based on the fact that slaves
living with their masters in free states are still slaves. This raised the question of whether a slave is
granted freedom once he enters a free state. If the Scott ruling found that slaves, once they crossed into a
free state, were free, sectional conflicts would arise time and again. The election of Lincoln culminated in
the South seceding from the nation due to sectional differences on slavery between the North and the
South. The South feared that once Lincoln became president he would end slavery and destroy the south-
ern economy. (American Political History)

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Tasks

Identify two important United States foreign policy actions since 1990.

At the close of World War I, President Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points became a hotly debated topic
in America because it could lead the U.S. to abandon its isolationist foreign policy. In 1941, President
Franklin D. Roosevelt created the Lend-Lease Act, which changed America’s foreign policy forever.

Discuss the historical circumstances surrounding the action.

President Wilson saw the alliance system that regulated Europe as archaic. He wanted to create a League
of Nations, which would be a centralized location to have all countries meet and debate problems without
turning dissatisfaction into another world war. He also did not want to put the blame for World War I
solely on Germany, fearing that it would create a wound that could not heal without more bloodshed.

Starting in 1929 and ending in the 1940s, the Great Depression saw unprecedented hardship in America
and around the world. As World War II began, the United States was still practicing Washington’s neutral-
ity toward European affairs. Looking to help the allies and remain neutral, President Roosevelt created
the Lend-Lease Act, where any ally could borrow munitions from them, but if they no longer functioned
upon return, the foreign countries would pay to replace the items. This program was considered very dan-
gerous to American neutrality.

Discuss one immediate or one long-term result of the action.

FDR’s Lend-Lease Act did actively engage America in World War II. His decision helped lead the United
States out of the Great Depression, but it also changed the foreign policy of America; traditionally an iso-
lationist, it was now advancing its foreign policy. President Wilson’s Fourteen Points could have been
successful if the Treaty of Versailles did not include a clause that placed sole blame for World War I on
Germany. As a result of the War Clause and the United States’ rejection of the League of Nations,
President Wilson saw his political solution to war rejected by the American government. Consequently,
the U.S. did not enter into a peacekeeping organization, and Germany, having been blamed for the war,
would hold the rest of Europe responsible for their economic hardship in the coming years.

Evaluate the extent to which the action promoted the nation’s self-interest with relevant outside
information.

America has traditionally adopted an isolationist mentality. President Wilson’s Fourteen Points worried oth-
ers in the government that America would be giving up its sovereign stance if it were allowed to join a new
form of alliance system. As a result of the isolationist standpoint, the Treaty of Versailles was not accepted.

FDR changed the foreign policy of America forever with the Lend-Lease Act. As a result of his totalitar-
ian views and hold over the national government, the U.S. would never again claim to be neutral or iso-
lated from the world’s problems; this has led the U.S. to take the lead role as the world’s police force.

Closing

American foreign policy since George Washington was to remain neutral. At the turn of the twentieth cen-
tury, President Woodrow Wilson looked to create a new foreign policy, which was rejected. FDR would
establish a new foreign policy two decades later with long-lasting effects on the world and the United States.

Let a man so much as scrape his finger push-
ing a truck in the pickle rooms, and he might have a sore that would put him out of the world [lead to his
death]; all the joints in his fingers might be eaten by the acid, one by one. Of the butchers and floorsmen,
the beef boners and trimmers, and all those who used knives, you could scarcely find a person who had the
use of his thumb; time and time again the base of it had been slashed, till it was a mere lump of flesh
against which the man pressed the knife to hold it. The hands of these men would be criss-crossed with
cuts, until you could no longer pretend to count them or to trace them.

There were the beef luggers, who carried two-hundred-pound quarters into the refrigerator cars, a
fearful kind of work, that began at four o’clock in the morning, and that wore out the most powerful men
in a few years. . . .

Correct answer: Conditions were unsanitary; for example, acid was left in the open, bad odors perme-
ated the air, and employees suffered open wounds. Many of the workers came down with tuberculosis.
Workers suffered from the hard labor of carrying large amounts of heavy hides, which wore down the
men, and they often incurred major accidents such as the loss of fingers or nails, as well as other injuries.

Document 2

... In just one week a scandalized public had snapped up some 25,000 copies of The Jungle. Almost all
of those readers missed the socialist message. Sinclair had hoped to draw their attention to “the conditions
under which toilers [workers] get their bread.” The public had responded instead to the disclosures about
corrupt federal meat inspectors, unsanitary slaughter houses, tubercular cattle, and the packers’ unscrupu-
lous [unethical] business practices. President Theodore Roosevelt was outraged. Roosevelt recognized
immediately that the public would expect government at some level—local, state, or federal—to clean up
the meat industry. He invited Sinclair for a talk at the White House, and though he dismissed the writer’s
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“pathetic belief “ in socialism, he promised that “the specific evils you point out shall, if their existence be
proved, and if I have the power, be eradicated [eliminated].”

Roosevelt kept his promise. With the help of allies in Congress, he quickly brought out a new bill, along
with the proverbial [well-known] big stick. Only four months later, on June 30, he signed into law a Meat
Inspection Act that banned the packers from using any unhealthy dyes, chemical preservatives, or adulter-
ants. The bill provided $3 million toward a new, tougher inspection system, where government inspectors
could be on hand day or night to condemn animals unfit for human consumption. Senator Albert Beveridge
of Indiana, Roosevelt’s progressive ally in Congress, gave the president credit for the new bill. “It is chiefly
to him that we owe the fact that we will get as excellent a bill as we will have,” he told reporters. Once
again, Americans could put canned meats and sausages on the dinner table and eat happily ever after. Or so
it would seem. . . .

... During the same winter three boys from a Hull-House club were injured at one machine in a neigh-
boring factory for lack of a guard which would have cost but a few dollars. When the injury of one of these
boys resulted in his death, we felt quite sure that the owners of the factory would share our horror and
remorse, and that they would do everything possible to prevent the recurrence of such a tragedy. To our
surprise they did nothing whatever, and I made my first acquaintance then with those pathetic documents
signed by the parents of working children, that they will make no claim for damages resulting from “care-
lessness.” The visits we made in the neighborhood constantly discovered women sewing upon sweatshop
work, and often they were assisted by incredibly small children. I remember a little girl of four who pulled
out basting threads hour after hour, sitting on a stool at the feet of her Bohemian mother, a little bunch of
human misery. But even for that there was no legal redress [remedy], for the only child-labor law in
linois, with any provision for enforcement, had been secured [achieved] by the coal miners’ unions, and
was confined to children employed in mines. . . . There was at that time no statistical information on
Chicago industrial conditions, and Mrs. Florence Kelley, an early resident of Hull-House, suggested to the
[linois State Bureau of Labor that they investigate the sweating system [sweatshops] in Chicago with its
attendant [use of] child labor. The head of the Bureau adopted this suggestion and engaged Mrs. Kelley to
make the investigation. When the report was presented to the Illinois Legislature, a special committee was
appointed to look into the Chicago conditions. I well recall that on the Sunday the members of this com-
mission came to dine at Hull-House, our hopes ran high, and we believed that at last some of the worst ills
under which our neighbors were suffering would be brought to an end. . . .

... Women compose one-half of the human race. In the last forty years, women in gradually increasing
numbers have been compelled to leave the home and enter the factory and workshop. Over seven million
women are so employed and the remainder of the sex are employed largely in domestic services. A full half
of the work of the world is done by women. A careful study of the matter has demonstrated the vital fact
that these working women receive a smaller wage for equal work than men do and that the smaller wage
and harder conditions imposed on the woman worker are due to the lack of the ballot. . . .

The great doctrine of the American Republic that “all governments derive their just powers from the
consent of the governed,” justifies the plea of one-half of the people, the women, to exercise the suffrage.
The doctrine of the American Revolutionary War that taxation without representation is unendurable
[intolerable], justifies women in exercising the suffrage. One great advantage, however, of the suffrage is
in raising women to a position of greater honor and dignity so that the children of the land shall show and
feel greater reverence and honor for their mothers, and that the mothers may teach the elementary princi-
ples of good government while they are teaching them good manners, morality and religion. . . .
