Taken to-
gether, these instruments can be used to assess children, adolescents, and adults across the
age range from 2 years, 11 months to 90 years. These Kaufman tests range from brief mea-
sures of cognitive ability and early academic and language skills to comprehensive tests of
intelligence. For each test, a succinct, straightforward method for interpretation is provided
along with information about recent research on clinical applications of the tests. The Kauf-
man tests can be used to conduct a thorough assessment of an individual as part of a com-
prehensive battery. This book enables practitioners to understand how such measures can
be used in conjunction with one another to facilitate a complete understanding of an indi-
vidual’s cognitive functioning.
